Secretary’s Minutes:  Carol Baker took minutes at the September meeting.  She will compile and send to Colleen to distribute.

Kaleidoscope:  Ali is having technical difficulties.  The information has been moved to a different computer and should be on its way soon.
Pony Express Show:  Myron was attending the Pony Express meeting which was the same day as our meeting.
Mid-Winter Celebration:  Liz Goede reported that the Peculiar Lion’s Club has been secure for January 27.  We can bring in our own food and everyone will bring their own beverages.  The Club will provide the meat and people will be asked to bring side dishes.  Club will also provide ice tea and water.  Liz Goede moved and Sharon Fant seconded that a $150 budget be allowed for decorations.  Motion carried.  Liz and Colleen will buy the decorations and the Youth Club will decorate the day of.
