Treasurer’s Report:  Balance is $8,048.15.  Reimbursements require receipt and form.  For expenses that don’t match normal activities, board approval is required.

Membership:  We have 115 one-year adult members, 12 3-year adult members, one life member, 33 youth members, 9 affiliate members and 7 associate members.  That totals 128 adult members which enables us to have 3 delegates.  All memberships are now renewed on the anniversary dates.  Ali will put a reminder in the K that all memberships not renewed by the end of the month of the anniversary will incur a $10 late fee.

Website:  Needs to be updated.  Show book and entry forms on-line should be added.  Both Leigh Anne Romans and Ali Hamilton were going to get quotes from someone else to possibly maintain the site.

Pony Express Show:  Myron is doing a great job getting sponsors.  There are still a few classes that can be sponsored.  The Play Day is still 10 a.m. – 4 p.m., Saturday, August 5.  Myron and Jamie are taking grills, food.  Youth are planning some activities.  Glen is judging the show.  The Foxtrotter judge is $125 and they are paying for the judge.  John Simmons is ringmaster.  Liz and Ali are show secretaries.  Hippology booth is coming, Mike Bennett will help with that.  He has put together a directory of local barns to distribute at the booth. Spring Show:  Income was $29,304,  Expenses were $24,600, $4,803 profit.  And an additional $1,000 should be added to that from the state.  Need to look at the USEF fees we pay.  Since we pay based on the prize money we give away, we may not want to increase the amount of prize money.  Still approaching EKAHA board members about a combined show.  Will continue pursuing or approach Wichita club.  Other facilities to consider would be Mid-Way or Boone County Fairgrounds.  May consider adding fun classes like pro-am, Calcutta, etc.  May eliminate first place trophies and give away better championship prizes.  Progressive party on Saturday night next year.  Dickie providing tent and some food.
